The 158th Convention of the Diocese of California will provide a notable change from conven-
tions of the recent past, and events throughout the week preceding convention promise to in-
spire and enliven members of the diocese while calling all into a deeper sense of community.

The Rt. Rev. Marc Andrus, Bishop of California, has invited his friend the Most Rev. Njongonkulu
Ndungane, Archbishop of Cape Town and Primate of the Province of Southern Africa, to be

present with the diocese during the week leading up to convention,
and to preach the homily at the convention’s opening Eucharist to
be held on Friday night, October 19, at 7:00 p.m. The entire week
leading up to the convention’s day of business on Saturday, October
20, will feature regional appearances by Ndungane, with opportuni-
ties to engage him on the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs),
the continuing scourge of HIV/AIDS in Africa, and his perspective on
the Anglican Communion.

Convention week will begin on Monday, October 15, with the third
Taizé Service for Diocesan Unity to be held at St. Paul’s, Walnut
Creek. The service of prayers and chants, is an opportunity for all
members of the diocese to come together in prayerful support of
one another. Worshipers are invited to write their challenges and
concerns on small wooden hearts and to bring them and all their
prayers to the cross of Christ. This beautiful and moving candle-lit
service begins at 7:00 p.m. and will be followed by a reception wel-
coming Ndungane to California. Ndungane will make remarks at the
reception and will answer questions from those in attendance.

f What happens during a Taize service? ﬁ

This is the first Taizé (Teh-ZAY) service held at St. Paul’s - Walnut Creek.The service takes
place in the church around the baptismal font. You are encouraged to bring a cushion for
floor seating, however, there are chairs available for those persons who do not wish to sit
on the floor. The service begins in silence. This is a contemplative and meditative type off
service. The lighting in the church is low and there are many votive candles lighting the
sanctuary. Unlike our Easter Vigil service, members of the congregation are not holding
candles. There is no Eucharist at this service. The music is chant and the musical instru-
ments may include guitar, flute, drum, and possibly piano. The organ is not played. The
service includes one lesson and a litany that is read by St. Paul’s deacons. The doors to the
church will be open at 6:30 P.M., the service begins at 7:00 P.M., and it lasts approximately
45 minutes. There is nursery care for small children. Please contact St. Paul’s Parish Office

4.2 Tasks of the Nominating Committee.

At the first vestry meeting in November of
each year, the Nominating Committee shall
present a slate of candidates for election to
the vestry and election as delegates/alter-
nates to the Diocesan Convention. The Com-
mittee shall submit at least one candidate,
and preferably two, per vacancy to be filled
on the vestry. Parish members wishing to
serve as candidates may submit their names
to the Committee before October 15 and if
they are eligible under Section 4.3 of these
Bylaws, their names will be included on the
slate. Members of the congregation may sub-
mit names to the committee sixty days be-
fore the parish meeting date as well, and with
those persons’ agreement and eligibility un-
der Section 4.3, their names will also appear
on the slate. The slate shall be published to
the parish at least forty-five days before the
annual parish meeting.

During the month of September this section
of the Bylaws, plus Section 4.3, shall be pub-
lished at least once in the Epistle (monthly
Parish newsletter) and in the parish An-
nouncement Sheet (weekly information leaf-
let). (Amended by the congregation at
the Annual Meeting January 21, 1996)

4.3 Eligibility of Nominees. All nominees

for election as vestry members or delegates/
alternates to the Diocesan Convention shall
be communicants in good standing regis-
tered in the parish for at least one year, age
eighteen or over, and regular contributors to
the support of the parish as confirmed by the
pledge treasurer.

A retiring or resigning vestry member may
not again serve on the vestry until one year

has elapsed, except that a member com-
pleting less than one year of service may be
elected for a full term. Incumbent delegates/
alternates to Diocesan Convention may again

be nominated and elected as delegates/alter-
nates on expiration of their terms. (Amend-
ed by the congregation at the Annual
Meeting January 17, 1988)

Older Classes Study Old Testament

This year we have presented four new Godly Play
stories for the two oldest classes (9-11 year olds and
7-8 year olds) and there will be four more stories
that are new before the end of the year. These new
creations give the older kids a chance to deepen their
understanding of the Old Testament stories and ask
how the stories are related to each other. The old-
est two classes will even get a chance to create their
own Godly Play story using the text from our Da-
vid story. So far this year, we have compared God’s
creational gifts to Jesus’ physical gifts. Classes
explored the story of Adam and Eve and the struc-
ture of the Bible. (Especially “all those numbers.”)
Last, we learned about Moses as a baby and could
now visualize the beginning of Moses’ life and tie
it into the Exodus story and “The Ten Best Ways”
(10 Commandments) that we had learned in previous
years. As we move towards Advent, we will study
St. Francis, Ruth’s story and even learn the Hanukah
story in December. These will all be new stories for
the children to study and wrestle with as they put
the pieces together to form their understanding of the
Old Testament. (More on the younger classes in next
month’s Epistle)

Middle High To Discuss Friends

The Middle High Class discussed Creation in Sep-
tember — including the story in Genesis, nature and
art. The class is working on presentation of the cru-
cial scenes of the story of Jonah out of Legos to pres-
ent to the Godly Play class at the end of October. In
October, the class will discuss “Friends.” Other top-
ics for the year include forgiveness, music, grieving
and prayer. The Middle High class uses the curricu-
lum Way to Live. The book is available in St. Paul’s
bookstore.

Former mayor and first lady of Walnut Creek and
long-standing members of St. Paul’s, Bob and Fran
Schroder served as the Grand Marshals of the 65th
Walnut Festival Twilight Parade on Saturday, Sep-
e tember 15. Bob served as the mayor of Walnut
A'B Creek three different times: 1965 - 1966, 1970

| - 1971, and 1976. The first Festival held in 1911
was a celebration of the harvest of grapes and
was called ‘The Grape Festival’. During prohibition,
grapes were replaced with walnuts as the cash
crop of the area and the vineyards became walnut
groves. In 1936, the harvest celebration became
known as The Walnut Festival. The Walnut Festival
Association was officially incorporated in 1938 and
except for a suspended period during World War II, has been celebrated as the popular annual
community event it remains today. As Walnut Creek as grown, and suburban developments
have replaced walnut groves, the Walnut Festival Association has maintained the tradition of
producing fundraising events for the benefit of the community.
